¶ Co-Mingle: Plastic marked #1, 2, 4, 5 & #7 only. Other numbers on containers mean it is garbage. Glass bottles, cans, tin and aluminum only.  

¶ Newspapers & Junk Mail magazines, mail order catalogs, paper, phone books, greet cards, flyers, envelopes, manila folders, postcards, soft covered 

books & glossy newspaper inserts.  

¶ Corrugated Cardboard double-walled cardboard, shipping cartons, shoe boxes, pizza boxes, paper towel/toilet paper holders, gift boxes, food & cereal 

boxes with liners removed  

¶ Shredded Paper Confidential shredded information can be kept separate in a clear plastic bag. 
 
 

 
 
Electronics: TVôs, Computers & Components, VCR/DVD players & Stereoôs only. No microwaves, vacuums, speakers, light fixtures, cordless tools, fans or battery operated items. No appliances 
with freon will be accepted.  
 
Vegetative Waste:  Leaves and grass only. 
 
Metal:  Refrigerators and air conditioners must have Freon Removal Certification.   
  

 

We DO NOT accept Tires, Brush, Tree Trimmings or Batteries. 
  

Unacceptable Items: Window glass, mirrors, furniture, plastic bags, vinyl siding, propane tanks, gas tanks, paint cans, light bulbs, ceramics, construction materials of any kind, gas diesel, motor 
oils, antifreeze, kerosene, driveway sealer, aerosols, prescription bottles, syringes, styrofoam, rechargeable batteries and power equipment with gasoline and oil not removed.

Vegetative 
waste (leaves and grass only) may be in a trash can or container no larger than 32 gallons, or biodegradable paper lawn & leaf bags (required by the Morris County Transfer 
Station). Paper bags may be purchased at Home Depot, Shop-Rite, etc.  Twigs, branches and sticks must be bundled and tied up (no wider than 2 feet in diameter & no longer 
than 4 feet in length) or placed in a disposal can.

The Construction Department is responsible for upholding the compliance with the 

New Jersey Uniform Construction Code, N.J.S.A. 52:27D-119 et seq. The purpose of 

the code is to provide consistency of construction materials, to ensure adequate 

maintenance of buildings and structures, and to protect the health, safety, and welfare 

of the residents.   

 

Permits are required for decks, swimming pools, renovating bathrooms & kitchens, 

finishing basements, water heaters, sheds, new electric, whole house generators, 

transfer switches and new plumbing to list a few.  Please call the Construction De-

partment if uncertain if a permit is required or if you have questions regarding the 

permit process. 

Zoning & Construction Departments 
Zoning Department 

Mount Arlington is staffed with a part-time Zoning Officer.  This officer is responsible 

for the enforcement of the Boroughôs zoning ordinances. These regulations set standards 

for business in our commercial zones and the requirements of our residential zones.  All 

zones have specific standards governing permitted uses, signs, structure and building 

sizes, locations and setback requirements.  This ensures open space, and protects our 

townôs reputation as an older, well-planned community with a balanced mix of commer-

cial land residential use located in an attractively landscaped setting.   

 

Before any construction permit is issued or any proposed change of use or new construc-

tion is allowed, a zoning review must be completed to ensure there are no conflicts with 

the zoning ordinances.  If the proposal does not comply with the zoning requirements, 

the application can be referred to the Land Use Board for review.  In general all im-

provements require zoning review before work may begin even if the project is exempt 

from construction permit requirements.   

 

Certificate of Habitability &  Smoke/Carbon Monoxide Certification 
 

Is required prior to selling your home or if there is a change in tenant of a rental property 

for all residential properties.  It is suggested to apply no less than 30 days.  Forms are 

available at the Construction Department and can also be found on our website. 

Inspections:  

It is ultimately the Homeowners responsibility to call for any and all inspections.  If 

you have an old permit, call the office and get the inspections.  No penalty will be 

incurred.  If you are cited for not obtaining final inspections the penalty will be 

$2,000. 

 

To schedule an inspection, you must call the Construction Department at 973-398-

6832 ext 114.  Your permit number is required for all inspection requests.

Tree removal  Application  -  The fee for tree removal when not associated with a 

site plan, subdivision or variance application is $25 per acre of removal.  When asso-

ciated with a site plan, subdivision or variance application the fee is $50. Per acre of 

removal. 

Grading Permit Application  -  See application for fee details. 

Excavation Permit Application  -  See application for fee details. 

Land Use Board Application  -  Fees shall be paid by the applicant as set forth on 

the fee schedule as established per Borough Ordinance.   Additional fees, as stipulated 

by Ordinance, may be requested.   

Construction Permits  -  Fees based on work being performed.   

Certificate of Habitability  -  $60.00 unless within 7 business days of closing, then 

an additional $100 expedition fee shall also be required. 

Certificate of Smoke Detector & Carbon Monoxide Alarm  

Compliance.  -  The fees are $35 ; ten (10) business days or more from closing date; 

fewer than ten (10) business days but more than four (4) business days before closing,

¶ Verify that your home is leak free.  Read your water meter before and after a 

two hour period when no water is being used.  If the meter does not read ex-

actly the same, there is a leak. 

¶ Repair dripping faucets by replacing washers.  If your faucet is dripping at a 

rate of one drop per second, you can expect to waste 2,700 gallons per year. 

¶ Operate automatic dishwashers and clothes washers only when they are fully 

loaded.  Set the water level for the size of the load you are using. 

¶ Take shorter showers.  Replace your showerhead with an ultra-low-flow ver-

sion. 

¶ Avoid flushing the toilet unnecessarily.  Dispose of tissues, insects and other 

similar waste in the trash rather than the toilet. 

¶ Donôt let water run while shaving or washing your face.  Brush your teeth 

first while waiting for water to run hot, then wash or shave after filling the 

basin. 

¶ Store drinking water in the refrigerator.  Donôt let the tap run while you are  

waiting for cool water to flow.  

¶ Donôt assume ï even if you get your water from a private well ï that you do 

not need to observe good water-use rules.
